Building Committee 

 
A general meeting of the Jewish 
Middle School Building 
Committee was held recently. The 
meeting was opened by President 
Mr. M. Neufeld and was chaired 
by Director Stanisław Zygman. 
 
A report on committee activities 
was presented by Lay Judge 
Szpiro.  
 
According to the report, the 
committee had set itself the task 
of building, within three years, its 
own Jewish Middle School.  
 
In 1935, land was purchased on ul. 
Jasnogórska. Building is planned 
to start this year and be complete 
for use in 1937. 
  
Further, Mr. Szpiro pointed out 
that, amongst the donors, there 
was also a large number of non-
local people.  
 
This was mainly due to the efforts 
of Mr. Markowicz and Mr Zygman, 
who achieved much in this area. 
 
The cash report by Mr. Landau 
ends with the sum of 63,649 zł. 
 
After accepting the minutes of the 
Audit Committee, the Board was 
discharged and elections of a new 
Board were conducted.

Thanks to the TOZ Health 
Protection Society, summer camps 
for poor Jews, aged 5-13, opened 
last Thursday at 8:00 am. The 
camps will be located in the garden 
of Mr Rozenberg, Gmina President, 
at ul. Jasnogórska 20. The camps 
will be over two four-week periods. 
 

During the first period, 273 children 
will participate. The little ones will 
be in the garden from 8:00am to 
7:00pm, all free of charge, including 
breakfast, lunch, an afternoon 
snack and dinner. The children are 
cared for by specially organised 
public-school teachers. 

Częstochowa on the eve of elections 
to the Jewish Community Council [Gmina] 

As reported, by regulation of the 
Minister of Religion and Public 
Enlightenment, elections were 
announced for all Jewish 
community councils [gminas] 
throughout Poland. 
 
Elections for the Częstochowa 
Jewish Gmina will be held on 6th 
August. Therefore, the current 
Council held a meeting attended by 
invited guests.  
 
After a long discussion, a special 
electoral commission of 16 people 
was chosen. Those appointed from 
outside the Council were: lawyer M. 
Konarski, Dr. H. Gajzler, M., Krell, St.  
 

Nemirowski, eng, Fejgin, Dr. Bram, 
Epsztajn, Zelinger and D. 
Borzykowski. 
 
Councillors Daniel Działowicz, 
Samuel Goldsztajn, Fogel and I. 
Szenfeld also entered the 
commission. 
 
We hear that a general Jewish bloc 
is to be created for the next elect-
ions [to the Sejm?] but, for now, the 
matter has not been definitively 
resolved.  
 
Soon, as the electoral commission 
chairman, a local lawyer will be 
appointed to that position.  

Director Zieliński will receive compensation 
An epilogue has now been reached 
in the case of the Szwed Brewery 
former director against the firm’s 
board of management. 
 
The first stages of the case are 
already known to readers. Now, a 
hearing of the District Court has 
ordered the Brewery to pay the 
plaintiff Zieliński 6,750 zł., dismiss-
ing the claim for leave pay and the 
Brewery’s counterclaim for eviction 
from the premises. 
 
The court took the view that, 
although the Brewery has invoked 
 

Art. 32 of the President of the 
Republic of Poland’s Regulation on 
the employment contracts of 
white-collar workers, which 
stipulates that the employer has 
the right to immediately dismiss an 
employee if he falls ill and the 
illness exceeds three months, there 
existed an individual written 
agreement between the parties.  
 
Therefore, Mr Zieliński was entitled 
to one year’s notice of termination 
of his employment. He was entitled 
to compensation for the remaining 
nine months. 

The level of unemployment in Częstochowa 
On the last day of the month, the 
total number of unemployed in 
Częstochowa and the district, who 
registered with the local branch of 
the Labour Fund, was 6,300, of 
whom about 1,000 were in the 
district, with the rest in the city. 
 
It should be noted that, currently, 
this includes 2,120 workers of the 
Motte factory who, a few days ago, 
 

were laid off for several weeks. On 
20th July, these workers are to 
return to work and then the 
number of unemployed will drop to 
3,200. Compared to last year, this 
figure compares well and should be 
considered relatively successful.  
 
It indicates also a certain increase in 
employment compared to previous 
years.
